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Shinran Shonin 750" Memorial Service
Japan Pilgrimage May 9-22, 2011

e have set a tentative schedule for

‘ ’s / our once in a lifetime pilgrimage

to Japan for Shinran Shonin’s

750 year Memorial service. These dates are also to

coincide with the World Buddhist Women’s

Convention. The cost is not set since we are still

two years away, but I estimate it will be similar to

our other Japan trips with a cost of about $3700.00

per person. These are based on double occupancy

and there is a a $750.00 extra charge for single
occupancy. Here is the schedule planned so far:

Monday May 9- Thurs. May 12

Leave USA for Narita Airport arriving on Tuesday
May 10". We will be staying at the Sunroute Plaza
Hotel which is a western style Hotel located near
Tokyo Disney Sea.Our tour includes a one day pass
to DisneySea.

Tokyo DisneySea has an overall nautical
exploration theme to it. Unlike Tokyo Disneyland,
the overall intention was to create a more adult-
themed park, including faster, scarier rides and
shows designed more for an older audience. By the
time Tokyo DisneySea openedin 2001, its concepts
and designs had been in development at Walt
Disney Imagineering for well over 20 years. As
Disneyland has a variety of themed areas such as
Adventure Land, Tomorrow Land etc. DisneySea
is based upon the Seas of the World. The themed
areas are as follows,

Mediterranean Harbor is the entrance
"port-of-call" and themed as an Italian port city,
complete with Venetian gondolas that guests can
board and ride.

Mysterious Island is a "port-of-call" within
Mount Prometheus, the giant volcano that is the
Park's centerpiece and most prominent feature. It
relies heavily on the storytelling of Jules Verne
and, specifically, the mythology of the volcano

fortress mentioned several times in the books
called "Vulcania

Mermaid Lagoon is home to the characters
of The Little Mermaid. The facade is made to look
like the Palace of King Triton and features fanciful
seashell-inspired architecture. This "port of call"
is unique in that it is mostly indoors and recreates
the feeling of being underwater. Most of the rides
in this area are geared towards younger children.

Arabian Coast, this "port of call”, like
Mermaid Lagoon is themed after a popular Disney
animated film, this time Aladdin. It recreates an
exotic Arabian harbor combined with an
"enchanted world from 1001 Arabian Nights."

Lost River Delta located at the back of the
park, The dominant structure in this "port of call”
is a huge, ruined South American Aztec pyramid
which houses the EM.V. attraction Indiana Jones
Adventure: Temple of the Crystal Skull.

Port Discovery, this "port of call" is hailed
as "the marina of the future". It is sometimes
called the "Tomorrowland" of Tokyo DisneySea
and is somewhat of a cross between the never-built
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Discovery Bay concept for Disneyland and
Discoveryland in Disneyland Park (Paris).

New York Harbor, this "port of call”
represents the northeastern seaboard of the United
States in the early 20th century. It features two
themed areas, an "Old Cape Cod" section, and a
"New York Harbor" section with an elaborate
backstory. The port's most popular attraction is a
Japanese version of Tower of Terror, an
elaborately themed free-fall E-ticket ride with a
unique storyline which is markedly different from
other incarnations of the same ride.

Thurs. May 12" we will transfer to the Shinagawa
Prince Hotel in Tokyo for one night. We will take
a motor coach to visit the popular areas in Tokyo
such as, Tokyo Tower which was the site of the
film we showed at our Temple’s Movie Nights
“Always [ and II. We will visit the Imperial Palace
Plaza, Meiji-Jingu Shrine and the Asakusa Kannon
Temple and Nakamise Shopping Arcade:

Tokyo Imperial Palace (kokyo, literally Imperial
Residence) is the imperial main residence of the
Emperor of Japan. It is a large park-like area
located in Chiyoda, Tokyo close to Tokyo Station
and contains various buildings such as the main
palace (Kyiiden ( %)) and the private residences of
the imperial family. The total area including the
gardens is 3.41 square kilometers. During the
height of the 1980s Japanese property bubble, the
palace grounds were valued by some as more than
the value of all the real estate in the state of
California-.

Meiji Shrine (Meiji Jingii), located in Shibuya,
Tokyo, is the Shinto shrine that is dedicated to the
deified spirits of Emperor Meiji and his wife,
Empress Shoken."". When Emperor Meiji died in
1912 and Empress Shoken in 1914, the Japanese
people wished to pay their respects to the two
influential Japanese figures. It was for this reason
that Meiji Shrine was constructed and their souls
enshrined on November 1, 1920.

Asakusa is a district in Taito, Tokyo, Japan, most
famous for the Senso-ji, a Buddhist temple
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dedicated to the bodhisattva Kannon. There are
several more temples in Asakusa, as well as
various festivals. For most of the twentieth
century, Asakusa was the major entertainment
district in Tokyo. The golden years of Asakusa are
vividly portrayed in Kawabata's novel The Scarlet
Gang of Asakusa (1930; English translation,
2005). In its role as a pleasure district, it has now
been surpassed by Shinjuku and other colorful
areas of the city. The Nakamise shopping arcade
is at the kaminari gate of the Senshoji temple. It is
a shopping area with a variety of things for sale.

Friday May 13" we will drive to Mt. Fuji and
Hakone. We will visit the Fuji visitor center and
Mt. Fujii 5" station. We will spend the Night in
Japanese Tatami rooms at the Hakone Yumoto
Hotel:

Mount Fuji (Fuji-san) is the highest mountain in
Japan at 3,776 m (12,388 ft).-Along with Mount
Tate and Mount Haku, it is one of Japan's "Three
Holy Mountains" ( Sanreizan). An active volcano
that last erupted in 1707—08, Mount Fuji straddles
the boundary of Shizuoka and Yamanashi
prefectures just west of Tokyo, from which it can
be seen on a clear day. It is located near the
Pacific coast of central Honshii. Three small cities
surround it: Gotemba (south), Fujiyoshida (north)
and Fujinomiya (southwest). Mount Fuji's
exceptionally symmetrical cone is a well-known
symbol of Japan and it is frequently depicted in art
and photographs, as well as visited by sightseers
and climbers

Hakone (Hakone-machi) is a town in Japan, in
Kanagawa Prefecture, in Ashigarashimo District,
located on the eastern foot of Hakone Pass. As of
2008, the town has an estimated population of
13,679 and a density of 147 persons per km. The
total area is 92.82 km. The Ashigara Checkpoint
at Hakone-juku on the historical Tokaido marks
the beginning of Japan's Kanto region. Since the
Edo period, Ashigara Checkpoint has been
renamed Hakone Checkpoint. The annual
Hakone Ekiden at the New Year runs from Tokyo

to Hakone and back over two days, partly in
commemoration of the Tokaido road. Like its close
neighbors Odawara and Mishima, Hakone has
many onsen (hot spring) resort areas.

Saturday May 14™ we will take the Bullet Train
for Nagoya change trains to leave for the Japanese
Alps with sight seeing in the area. We will be
staying at the Takayama Green Hotel.

Sunday May 15 we will leave for Kyoto riding a
bus. Along the way we will stop at Shirakawago a
traditional Japanese village and take part in
Japanese paper making. In Toyama we will leave
for Kyoto by Japan Railways limited express
arriving for our four nights in Kyoto:

Takayama (Takayama-shi) is a city located in
Gifu, Japan. As of May 1, 2007 the city has an
estimated population of 95,778. The total area is
2,177.67 km (840.80 sq mi). The city is fairly old,
dating back to the Jomon period. Takayama is best
known for its inhabitants expertise in carpentry. It
is believed carpenters from Takayama worked on
the Imperial Palace in Kyoto and on many of the
temples in Kyoto and Nara. The town and its
culture, as they exist today, took shape at the end
of the 16th century, when the Kanamori clan built
Takayama Castle. About a hundred years later the
city came under the rule of the Tokugawa
shogunate. However, the high altitude and
separation from other areas of Japan kept the area
fairly isolated, allowing Takayama to develop its
own culture.

Shirakawa ( Shirakawa-mura) is a village located
in the northwest part of Ono District, Gifu, in Gifu
prefecture, Japan. It is best known for being the
site of Shirakawa-go (), a small, traditional
village showcasing a style of buildings called
gassho-zukuri. As of April 1, 2004 the village has
an estimated population of 1,933 and a density of
5.4 persons per km. The total area is 356.55 km.
The village is located near Takayama, in Gifu.
Together with Gokayama in Nanto, Toyama, it is
one of UNESCQO's World Heritage Sites
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Mon. May 16 we will attend the 750" Memorial
Service at our Mother Temple Nishi Honganji. We
will take part in this historical service with
thousands of others from around the world. For
those attending the World Buddhist Women’s
convention this will be the day for the fellowship
dinner.

750™ Memorial Service: The Hongwanji will be
conducting the Seven hundred fiftieth Memorial
Service for Shinran Shonin. This memorial for
Shinran Shonin, which is conducted every fifty
years, is the opportunity to praise the virtues of
our Founder and widely transmit the Jodo Shinshu
teaching both within and outside of our religious
organization.

Tues. May 17" this will be the Opening ceremony
for the Buddhist Women’s convention. Those not
attending the ceremony will have time to visit
areas around Kyoto.

Wed. May 18" we will have a free day to rest and
visit Kyoto and shop.

Thur. May 19" we will leave for Hiroshima. We
will walk to Kyoto Station and take the bullet train
to Hiroshima. Once arriving in Hiroshima we will
have a full day of sight seeing. The Peace Park,
Peace memorial Museum and Miyajima. We will
spend the night at the Hotel New Hiroden.

Hiroshima Peace Park: The location of Hiroshima
Peace Memorial Park was once the city’s busiest
downtown commercial and residential district. The
park was built on open field that was created by
the explosion. Today there are a number of
memorials and monuments, museums, and lecture
halls which draw over a million visitors annually.
The annual 6 August Peace Memorial Ceremony,
which is sponsored by the city of Hiroshima, is
also held in the park. The purpose of the Peace
Memorial Park is to not only memorialize the
victims, but also to establish the memory of
nuclear horrors and advocate world peace.

Itsukushima is an island in the Inland Sea of
Japan. It is popularly known as Miyajima, the
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Shrine Island. Itsukushima is part of the city of
Hatsukaichi in Hiroshima Prefecture. The island
was the town of Miyajima prior to the 2005 merger
with Hatsukaichi. Itsukushima is famous for the
Itsukushima Shrine, a UNESCO World Heritage
Site. According to records, the shrine was
established in the time of Empress Suiko. The
warrior-courtier 7aira no Kiyomori gave the shrine
its present form. In 1555, Mori Motonari defeated
Sue Harukata at the Battle of Mivajima. Toyotomi
Hideyoshi built a large building, the Senj6-kaku,
on a hill above the shrine. The island of
Itsukushima, including the waters around it (part of
Seto Inland Sea), and are within Setonaikai
National Park. This sea is affected by strong tides.
At low tide, the bottom of the sea is exposed past
the island's Torii. At high tide, the sea covers all
the previously-exposed mud and fills areas
underneath the Shrine.

Fri. May 20 we will take the bullet train to Osaka.
We will have a half day of sight seeing to Osaka
Castle and the Dotonbori area. We will be staying
for two nights at the Osaka New Hankyu Hotel.

Osaka Castle (Osaka-jo) is a Japanese castle in
Chiio-ku, Osaka, Osaka Prefecture, Japan.
Originally called Ozakajo, it is one of Japan's
most famous castles, and played a major role in
the unification of Japan during the sixteenth
century of the Azuchi-Momoyama period. Osaka
Castle is situated on a plot of land roughly one
kilometer square. It is built on two raised
platforms of land(fill supported by sheer walls of
cut rock, using a technique called Burdock piling,
each overlooking a moat. The central castle
building is five stories on the outside and eight
stories on the inside, and built atop a tall stone
foundation to protect its occupants from sword-
bearing attackers. The Castle grounds, which
cover approximately 60,000 square meters (15
acres) contain thirteen structures which have been
designated as Important Cultural Assets by the
Japanese government,—including the Toyokuni
Shrine, dedicated to Toyotomi Hideyoshi
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Sat. May 21 you will have the day to get all your
shopping done. Osaka is one of the world’s great
shopping areas from electronics to clothes.

Sun. May 22 we will go from the Osaka airport
back to Salt Lake. We will arrive on the same day
as we leave.

Hopefully you will join us and enjoy this
once in a lifetime pilgrimage. We have planned
the trip so our younger participants will only miss
ten days of school. I believe that the historical
aspect for visiting Japan and taking part in Our
founder Shinran Shonin Memorial service will
educationally make up for any missing school day.
I am working with the Davis School district to
have students in this district excused. I will work
with other parents’ for children in their particular
schools or districts.

Most of the information [ used in to explain
our itinerary is from Wikipedia the online
encyclopedia. There is much more information
online for these areas. This trip is somewhat a
highlights trip of my past trips to Japan. I am
really looking forward to this trip. I hope you will
enjoy it too.

The hotels I have listed are not set. These
were the hotels we have stayed in the past and
Japan Travel Bureau has assured us that the Hotels
will be the same or very similar. The price is fairly
inclusive with daily breakfasts at the Hotel and 6
lunches and three dinners together. I feel that it is
an important part of the experience to Japan, in
discovering some of the restaurants on you own.

The final cost cannot be set until closer
to the date but the land portion will be about
$2800.00. The roundtrip airfares have been about
$900.00 in the past. I have tried to keep our cost
below $4000.00. It will not be cheap but it is a
very reasonable cost for Japan. Their will be a
registration fee not included for official Honganji
events such as the BWA World Conf.

“The Wise Heart: A Guide to the Universal

If anything comes close to a readable
“textbook™ for health professionals interested in
practical and insightful applications of Buddhist
psychology, “The Wise Heart” would be it. Jack
Kornfield, world-renowned meditation teacher and
psychologist, and who trained in Burma, Thailand
and India as a monk, writes with clarity and
compassion, as if the reader were experiencing The
Wise Heart itself opening up along with the pages.
